Dr. Bright goes home to his Master  

William R. ñBillò Bright, founder of 
Campus Crusade for Christ and 
known around the globe as one of 
the most vigorous Christian evan-
gelists, died Saturday, July 19, 
2003, in Orlando, Fla., from compli-
cations related to pulmonary fibro-
sis, a degenerative disease of the 
lungs. He was 81.  One of his fa-
vorite phrases was that he was a slave to Christ. 
He had signed a contract with the Lord giving all 

of his rights over to him and wanted nothing more 
than to serve him honorably. That he did and 
much more.  
Brenda and I have many fond memories of him 
and will always thank the Lord for the demonstra-
tion of his faith and singular focus on accomplish-
ing the Great Commission. He suffered greatly 
but never complained, only rejoicing in faith. You
